Tunisia, France,
Kuwait all hit in
spasm of terror

SOUSSE, Tunisia — A

a Tunisian resort, killing

at least 37 people — one of
three deadly attacks Friday
from Europe to North Af-
rica to the Middle East that
followed a call to violence by
Islamic State extremists.
The shootings in the Tu-
nisian resort of Sousse hap-
pened at about the same
time as abombing at a Shiite
mosque in Kuwait and an at -
tack on a U.S.-owned facto-
ry in France that included a

beheading. Tt was unclear if
the violence was linked, but
it came days after the IS mil-
itants urged their followers
“to make Ramadan a month
of calamities for the nonbe-
lievers” In all, the assailants
killed at least 65 people.

The attack in Tunisia, the
country’s worst ever, comes
just months after the March
18 massacre at the national
Bardo museum in Tunis that

into question the newly
elected government’s ability
to protect the country.
