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Babeu should stop embellishing 
and covering up his own corrod-
ed sense of honor by publicly 
parading and humiliating an oth-
erwise pathetic and misguided 
candidate.  

Regardless of the sheriff’s 
vengeful posturing, the vot-
ers will deal with Constable 
candidate Acton’s careless 
background claims. At the 
same time, Babeu should not 
be allowed to sanctimoniously 
forget that Pinal voters did 
not apply similar disqualify-
ing standards to the sheriff’s 
male sex solicitations that truly 
stole honor from fellow profes-
sional law enforcement officers.

Capitol Media Services report-
ed Friday morning that gay rights 
advocates have stationed minis-
ters at all 15 county courthouses 
for gay couples wishing to wed 
immediately after receiving their 
license on Friday.  

After Horne’s Friday morning 
announcement that he would not 
appeal Judge John Sedwick’s rul-
ing that the recent Ninth Circuit 
Court decision to strike down 
Nevada and Idaho’s gay mar-
riage ban also applies to Arizona, 
the Maricopa couple who started 
it all reflected on the momentous 
verdict.

“...As people of faith, it is 
our wish and hope that all cou-
ples will carefully, thoughtfully 
and prayerfully take their own 
reflective journey toward mar-
riage, civil or religious. We hope 
you will plan a wedding that 
represents your uniqueness and 
speaks to your families, friends 
and co‐workers. Celebrate with a 
wedding that consummates your 
engagement. 

“Enter into marriage with your 
eyes open, thoughts for the future 
and plan a celebration befitting 
of your love.”

years of dating had not expected 
to get legally married any time 
soon.

“We didn’t really consider it 
because it wasn’t allowed,” Des-
oto said. “But when the decision 
came down from the 9th Circuit, 
we really began to think that this 
could actually be a possibility.”

Until today, their story was 
the norm for same-sex couples in 
Arizona, wondering when if ever 
they were going to be offered 
the same benefits of heterosex-
ual couples. This left a feeling 
of relief among them almost as 
strong as the joy.

“I was scared that if something 
happened to her, like going to the 
hospital, I wouldn’t be able to be 
there for her when she needed 
me,” Desoto said. “Or God for-
bid, something serious happened 
to me and I passed away, she 
wouldn’t get the help she needs.”

The crowd that awaited them 
behind Window 1 wasn’t just 
present for the historic nature 
of the event. Sowers works in 
the clerk’s office, making this 
an even more personal occasion 
in her life. Her co-workers were 
there to show their love at the 
end of a tough journey for equal 
rights. It also ensured she would 
be able to make history.

“I’ve worked here for 25 
years,” Sowers said. “So I told 
them to make sure we’re the first 
ones.”

The reception was merely 
a part of the support the couple 
has received all day. Ever since 
Federal District Court judge John 
Sedwick made his ruling early in 
the morning and Horne made his 
announcement that he would not 
fight the ruling any longer, Sowers 
and Desoto were receiving phone 
calls from friends and family con-
gratulating them on the news, even 
though many of those calling had 
no idea they wanted to get mar-
ried. Then, after they received the 

license, someone waiting in the 
office came up and gave both of 
them a hug, emotional over the 
path they have helped set.

They say they have not had 
time to set a date for a wedding 
ceremony, but they want to do it 
soon, and they know the celebra-
tions will be something they will 
never forget.

“This is all so amazing,” Sow-
ers said. “We have so much sup-
port and so much acceptance in 
our lives.”
